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Brussels, 5 June 2009
The Universal Postal Union (UPU), International Post Corporation (IPC) and PostEurop have set up a review committee in order to work on a common GHG Inventory Standard.

On March 31st, UPU, IPC and PostEurop met in Bern to discuss synergies between their respective programmes: UPU’s Greenhouse Gas Global Overview and Mitigation Project, IPC’s Environmental Measurement and Monitoring System (EMMS) and PostEurop’s Greenhouse Gas reduction programme.

UPU, IPC and PostEurop have agreed that it is important to coordinate efforts in order to avoid duplication, for the benefit of the whole sector.

 
During the month of May 2009, the three organisations have worked on the GHG Inventory Standard and will continue to do so with the aim to finalise it by the end of 2009 and to make it available to all their members at the beginning of 2010.

 
A first step will be to harmonise the methodology for the GHG calculation. Therefore, UPU, IPC and PostEurop have agreed to develop a Standard offering a common quantitative reporting methodology for all postal operators.

 This Standard will contain:

•          The main principles for quantitative reporting

•          The definition of the indicators 

•          The procedure for collection and calculation

•          A glossary defining all terms

In order to continuously update and improve the Standard, UPU, IPC and PostEurop will continue to work together to share and integrate members’ feedback in order to update and complete the existing methodology (definition, collection, calculation, glossary, etc…), and to introduce new relevant indicators. 

UPU, IPC and PostEurop will communicate the results of this work to their respective members in the coming months. 
Ingemar Persson, Secretary General of PostEurop, said: “We are delighted to be able to announce on World Environment Day, that the Postal Sector is developing a common global inventory standard for CO2 emissions.”
